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Sculpture has always been an integral part of cities.
However, it has changed as cities have changed.
Whereas the shapes, textures and volumes of
traditional sculpture delineated a subject, sculpture
today makes statements about the shapes, textures
and volumes themselves.

In addition, much contemporary sculpture
interacts with the surrounding environment. The
works of seven Canadian sculptors-Ted Bieler,
Haydn Davies, Kosso Eloul, André Fauteux,
Michael Hayden, Peter Kolisnyk and Tony Marra-
have been selected to illustrate the interrelationship
of art, architecture and people.

This exhibition is an invitation and a challenge
to the imagination. It is an experience that makes
the city a more exciting place in which to live.

Kosso Eloul was born in Russia, studied in Israel
and the United States, and lives and works in
Toronto. He has had twenty-five one-man exhibi-
tions throughout the world. Group shows include
Monumenta '74; 29th Venice Biennale; Carnegie
International (twice); National Arts Centre, Ottawa;
and the Art Gallery of Ontario. He was commis-
sioned by the Province of Ontario to commemorate
the Tercentenary in Kingston with his sculpture
on the waterfront, Time; and by the Art Gallery of
Hamilton for the Civic Square, entitled Canadac.
Other commissions include the University of
Alabama, Huntsville; Coconut Grove, Miami; the
University of California, Long Beach; and the
Lannan Foundation, Florida. He has been commis-
sioned to create sculpture for public places which
can be seen throughout the city of Toronto,
including Harbourfront.
